3.1 The contractor shall have to submit the application for enlistment in the form prescribed
at Annexure- I with all documents as per Annexure II.

3.2  Correct/relevant information/data have to be furnished by the Bidders.

3.3  The applicant should make sure before applying for a particular type of Category, that
they have the required eligibility criteria & experience for that category of work.

3.4  If the applications are incomplete in any aspect, viz. non-submission of any required
document or information, or fee in requisite amount are liable for rejection.

General Conditions

4.1  The enlistment shall be valid for a period of one year and extendable for 2 more years
subject to need and performance. The extension of validity of enlistment is not a matter of
right and routine. [IT Dharwad reserves the right not to extend such enlistment without
assigning any reason.

4.2 The said registration qualifies a particular Bidder for consideration for issue of tender document
in case of limited tenders for which Bidder is registered/ empanelled. However, this will not give
any claim to the party for the award of work/ Purchase order.

4.3 IIT Dharwad reserves the right to accept, consider or reject any or all applications
without assigning any reasons thereof. The decision of IIT Dharwad in respect of
registration of parties for various categories of work will be intimated by post/email
and shall be final & binding on all concerned registered firms / Bidders in the panel of
[IT Dharwad.
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4.4 Bidders once empanelled, shall have to promptly reply to all the enquiries, execute
orders as per the order terms of IIT Dharwad and keep the Institute informed of new
products/ developments / innovative ideas that shall help to reduce the cost and
improve quality, reliability, etc.

4.5 This document will become part of the contract between IIT Dharwad and Bidder shall
adhere to all aspects of fair-trade practices in executing the work orders placed by IIT
Dharwad from time to time during the registration period.

4.6 Statutory Deductions: Taxes and all other statutory deductions will be deducted from
the bill as per the prevailing rules.

4.7 The Contractor should net assign or sublet the empanelment or any part or it to any other
Bidder in any form. Failure to do so shall result in termination of empanelment
immediately after noticing.

4.8 All registered firms are expected to maintain absolute integrity, follow decent standards
of business ethics of a registered Contractor. In all future correspondence with IIT
Dharwad, empaneled Contractors are required to quote Registration No in variably.

4.9 The selected Bidder shall indemnify the IIT Dharwad and user departments against all
third-party claims of infringement of patent, trademark/copyright or industrial design
rights arising from the use of the supplied items and related services or any part thereof.
I[IT Dharwad / User department stand indemnified from any claims that the
contractor/firm/ agency manpower/local authorities may opt to have towards the
discharge of their duties in the fulfillment of the work orders.

4.10 In case, any empaneled Bidder found in breach of any terms& condition(s) or Work Order,
at any stage during the course of work, the legal action as per extant rules/laws, shall be
initiated against the vendor, besides debarring and blacklisting the Bidder concerned
for at least One year for further dealings with the Institute.

4.11 All disputes in this connection shall be settled in the Courts of Dharwad only.

4.12 Renewable energy shall be supplied in consultation with the representative,
authorized by IIT Dharwad.

4.13 Terms of payment: As per the Meter reading at site and on certification of the same by
Junior Engineer- Electrical, IIT Dharwad.

4.14 The payment shall be released through NEFT/RTGS payment system only in the bank
account of the contractor after necessary deduction of statutory dues. The payment for
energy allotted is payable before 20th of every month.

In case of revision of HT2(C)(i) tariff or any open access charges from time to time by
HESCOM /KERC, Generators, effective tariff will get modified accordingly.

The Cross-subsidy charges is zero and Additional Surcharge of 82 paisa per unit (as per
KERC guidelines) will be paid by the PURCHASER in the monthly bills of HESCOM. Any
revision in cross subsidy charges/Additional Surcharge by HESCOM /KERC, if any, the
same will be borne by the Institute.

4.15 The sale is made on First Charge basis and is not qualified for any carry forward and has
to be consumed in specified allotment period. The Energy allotted by GENERATOR will
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not be billed by KPTCL/ HESCOM.

4.16 GENERATOR (Contractor) and the PURCHASER (Institute) have right to terminate the
Contract with three months’ notice, if KPTCL/ HESCOM /KERC or any other

Governmental /Statutory authority discriminates in any form resulting in loss to either
GENERATOR or PURCHASER.

4.17 Any other statutory charges/fees/duties imposed by Govt/KPTCL/ HESCOM during
currency of the Contract will be borne by PURCHASER.

4.18 GENERATOR will arrange for Official Memorandum from HESCOM on or before 30th of
every allotting month.

4.19 During the Contract period, in case the PURCHASER doesn’t want to use the wind energy
for a month, then PURCHASER need to inform bidder within 5th of that particular month
as bidder will have to re-work on the energy that will be allocated to PURCHASER.

4.20 If PURCHASER doesn’t purchase energy from bidder for a particular month during the
contract period for that month, HESCOM will supply the entire consumption of units.

4.21 The maximum unit that generator will be able to supply would be the entire units that
PURCHASER requires.

4.22 Please be noted that the units confirmation have to be provided by 10th of every month.
For instance, if PURCHASER wants generator to supply energy for May, PURCHASER has to
confirm the units by 10th of May by calculating the actual reading from 1st to 10th May and
predicting the units that will be consumed from 11th to 31st May (also taking into
consideration of Machinery Breakdown, Power cut, shut-down etc.).

4.23 PURCHASER’s total consumption for the month should be more than the units
PURCHASER intend to purchase from the Contractor.

4.24 For instance, if the proposed consumption of PURCHASER is 3 Lacs for May, it is better
that PURCHASER purchases 2.5 Lac units from Generator and balance 0.5 Lac unit from
HESCOM.

4.251n case, if generator has already allocated 2.5 Lakh units and the PURCHASER’s
consumption is 2 Lakh units, then the excess 50,000 units what generator would
have supplied cannotbe carried forward to next month nor Generator will get it back
from HESCOM. Generator will be billing PURCHASER for the entire energy what
Generator would have supplied to PURCHASER.

4.26 Generator will deliver the monthly committed units as per the agreement. In case of
variation in generation due to disparity in wind season, prior intimation of the units that
will be supplied to PURCHASER will be given by 10th of every month and the balance units
will be supplied to PURCHASER by HESCOM.

4.27 In case if Govt. imposes taxes/duties apart from Cross Subsidy Surcharges,
Additional Surcharge & Electricity Tax, then the open access charges will be borne by the
PURCHASER
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4.28 Cancellation of Empanelment

The empanelment of a contractor may be cancelled for the following reasons which are
established:

a) Fails to execute the contract or executes to our dissatisfaction.

b) Violates any conditions of the contract.

c) Fails to abide by the conditions of empanelment.

d) If found to have given false particulars at the time of empanelment.

e) Has indulged in any type of forgery or falsification of records.

f) Fails to inform the authority regarding changes in name, address, constitution,
and status of the empanelled firm within one month of such change.

g) Itis declared or is in the process of being declared bankrupt, insolvent, wound up,
dissolved or partitioned.

h) If involved in complaints of serious nature received from any source, which have been
proved.

i) Defaults in settlement of tax dues like income tax, GST, etc.

j) Ceases to fulfill eligibility criteria based on which empanelment was made.

k) Does not start the work within the stipulated time for the awarded work on two
occasions.
